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This flexible and accessible text for the introductory critical thinking course uses current, relevant

examples from a range of sources (including technology, advertising, film/TV, and the Internet) to

address social issues, the law, politics, science, and more. Inviting and inclusive, the text features a

wealth of examples and exercises that draw on the varied experiences of students from different

ethnic, social, and cultural backgrounds. Second Thoughts: Critical Thinking for a Diverse Society

provides a refreshing and comprehensive study of critical thinking and logic tools for today's

students.
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I taught from this book last year in my "Communication and Critical Thinking" course. I would have

used it again but it just had more concepts than I felt I could comfortably cover in a one semester

course. This book is far better than, and not deserving of, the negative ratings offered by the two

previous reviewers. My only criticism of the book is that too many concepts were covered

superficially. It would be a better book if it covered fewer concepts in more depth.
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
