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With over seven and one-half million copies sold in the series, Left Behind: The Kids is a favorite of

kids ages 10-14. Following teens that were â€œleft behind,â€• they have nothing left but their

newfound faith in Jesus Christ. Determined to stand up for God no matter the cost, they are tested

at every turn.

The book of Revelations is a confusing book, so I also enjoy this vivid interpretation, and if the

books get too preachy, well it's easy enough to skip over.The topic in this series is serious,

controversial and scary. Perhaps better suited for a mature child.

I bought this for my 11 year old grandson. I think he is a little young for the story. Some of the

content makes me uncomfortable for a child his age. I think I would have waited until he was a little

older. But overall the books are an excellent read, and hopefully will make our younger generation

think about their lives here and in eternity.
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
