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Deculturalization and the Struggle for Equality is a brief history of school polices affecting dominated

groups in the United States. In seven concise chapters, the text looks at the educational, legal, and

social construction of race and racism, with a focus on educational practices related to

deculturalization, segregation, and the civil rights movement.
