For me,Shalom Asch has the knowledge of a historian and a skilled writer in presenting the man
Paul and his writings. | read each chapter of his book as it coincided with the Acts of the Apostles. |
did the same with each of Paul’s Letters. Reading The Apostle along with a closer study of his
epistles enriched the experience of both. With each chapter, Paul emerges as a real person,
working, struggling, suffering, living his faith day to day in a pagan world. To see him grapple with
issues in his world, how he put himself and his life aside for others, and how all his companions
--Aquilla, Priscilla,Barnabas, Titus, and many others played into his story made the New Testament

real and accessible.

This book profoundly changed my outlook on the Apostle Paul and especially the world in which he
was living. Asch is obviously very well read in the NT and history and it shows in all the little facts he
weaves into that tale to really bring the times to life. The book is a bit slow at the beginning but hang
