"ALL NEW" is a bit of an overstatement, frankly. There is very little new in this reprint. Mercifully,
Lakoff has removed some his lame suggestions of alternative messaging, but additions are few and
far between. By all means, if you don’t have Don’t Think of an Elephant, get this edition and read it.
The original rippled through political discourse like a brick dropped in still waters. It is an essential
work on how persuasion works and the pathology of politics. But if you read the original, there’s

nothing here for you.
